PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND DESIGN CONCEPT

An ecologically responsible and highly accessible civic complex for the people of San Diego that reflects the city’s core identity and values by:

· Reopening B Street and Second Avenue between A and B Streets to vehicular traffic
· Reconnecting the Civic Center Complex with the surrounding neighborhood

· Making the complex more accessible and welcoming for government users

· Incorporating active ground floor uses such as arts and culture and retail spaces to populate and service the downtown core

· Providing a mix of office, market-rate, affordable and workforce housing to create a truly urban 24-hour complex
MAJOR COMPONENTS

The four-block Civic Center Complex will include:

· City Hall and Council Chambers with lively pedestrian Paseo, vibrant City Hall Plaza and Village Square

· One Stop Shop on ground level with centralized access to civic services

· Anticipated renovation of the Civic Theatre with exterior glass façade and expanded indoor/outdoor lobbies  

· New City of San Diego Fire Station 

· Three mixed-use towers with housing, retail, office and/or hotel

· Public gathering spaces including plazas, promenades, courtyards and green roofs

· Multi-block underground parking garage

PROJECT SUMMARY

· Total Building Space: 2,854,786 square feet (not including parking)

· Parking: 3-4 level underground multi-block parking garage (approx. 4100 spaces)

· City Hall: 1,006,416 square feet (includes 174,957sq ft of spec office for city expansion)

· Office Space: 766,322 square feet

· Retail: 141,041 square feet (approx. 16 stores including a grocery store)
· For-Rent Residential Units: 695 units (20% affordable and workforce housing)

PROJECT TIMING

The new San Diego Civic Center Complex will be developed in three phases beginning as early as 2009 with completion tentatively slated by 2018:
Phase 1: Completed 2013

· 34-story City Hall (9 of the floors are spec office and will accommodate future City expansion)

· City Council Chambers and One Stop Shop

· 4-level underground parking structure

· Public Observation Deck and Education Center on 33rd Floor

· Public Plaza with places for speeches, celebrations, performances and relaxation
· Pedestrian Promenade with family-friendly, neighborhood-focused stores

· Green Roofs

Phase 2: Completed 2016
